THE SOUTH COAST FISHERY. .

It is gratifying to be able to record a fairly
successful season for the iarge flevt fishing off the
Southern Coust since the early days of April.
The opening, it iy trus, was not an auspicious
one, but, with favourable changés in the westher,
the lnck of the fisherinen enabled thew to reap
this year ayain » rich harvest.  Prices on the
whole have been kept at a-high levsl, thanks to
the almost unlimited demaud from English and
other markets. Enorwous quantities of mackerel
huve been shipped to the English ports, and the
French flecet bave also carried tv -Continental
barbours more than the averuye quantities. In’
fact, the greater part of the fishing operaticns
hava. been confined to the Trench dnd Manx
boqis%-,lhfor, owing to the inability of the local.
fisermen to procure suitable craft and gear, they
have to yield every year, almost “without a
straggle, the maxiwum of the fruits of this
profituble  industry to their more fortunale
rivals. Thia is undoubtedly an . unferfunate
and regrettuble state of ‘things.  The -Minx .
companies, we believe, are generous, enough to
employ annually hundreds of the native fisiier-
men. - On certuin terms they allow them to use .
'for the season a few of their magnificeutly:;
‘equipped boats, Du, with sess teeming with |
fish st theirwery doors, it is hard on the poor and
{ndustrious inhabitants of the South and West:
Coast 10 be deprived of ths opportuuity of shar-,
ing on even terms id the advantages of. the|
industry.

The Treasury has promised
its share also, and so has the Cork, Bandon,
and Soath Coast Railway Company. And yet!

important local indastry mainly depends, is still
apparently as far. as.ever’ from being realised.
How long this unsatisfuctory state of affairs i
to continae is the problem exercising the minds
of these who take s warm interest in the wel-
fare of the hard-working ‘fisher folk of th
Southern Coast. Even 'with the scanty "re
sources at their disposal, the retarns of a few
favourable seasons might enable these people
to prooure a better class of boat ' than they
have been compelled to unse up to th
pressut, but, 4s long as they are denied -tk
facilities of proper landiug stations, and with that
the opportunities for a guick despatch of their
fish to the markets, they cannot hope any ,yea*
to have really remunerative veturns, .. The French
and Manx fleets are not-exposed to the same.dis-
advautages, for the compavies owrirg ther transfef
the captured fish to steamere out at sea, and tbuF
the hest possible use is made of their opportun-
jties, fur & great deal of time, which wouald bo
wasted in runving in to barbour, issaved, und the’
fish reach the markets guickly,; and in excéllen}t-
condition. -The lccal fishefuen are certainly en-
titled to more consideration’ and assistance than
thay rcceive, and the local . promoters of the ig-.
dystry who hive shown so much enterprise-in’
developicg it-onght to have their efforts. facili-
